 If the above is not possible then a food voucher will be issued. We are awaiƟng further details around this and will 

share further guidance when available. 

 At the request of the parent two days of pack lunches can be collected to minimise travel. Due to food standards laws 

no more than two days can be collected at a Ɵme. Please inform the school of this so arrangements can be put in 

place with the kitchen.
